WHAT DOES THE RIDDEN WORK CONSIST OF?

Rider level definition.               JUMPING

Beginner: Rider has never jumped or is nervous of jumping.

Novice: Rider has had some basic jumping lessons and introduced to grid work.

Intermediate: Rider is competent jumping grids and courses of up to 85cm.

Advanced: Rider should be competent jumping grids and courses of at least a meter. 

Horse level definition.               JUMPING

Beginner: Horse has never jumped or is nervous of jumping.

Novice: Horse has had some basic jumping and has been introduced to grid work.

Intermediate: Horse is competent jumping grids and courses of up to 85cm.

Advanced: Horse should be competent jumping grids and courses of at least a meter. Horse may be competing in affiliated show jumping or one day eventing.
WHAT IS EQUIDO?

Equido is a concept which uses modern horsemanship techniques.  It has been our goal to help horse owners and horses find a common ground of mutual understanding and trust so they can work together as a more effective team .
